record catches also are world records. 

Three examples: an 11-pound, 15-ounce 

Dale Hollow Lake smallmouth bass, a 

14-pound, 4-ounce Watauga Lake Ohrid 

trout and a 118-pound, 7-ounce Cumberland 

River blue catfish.

World records aside, you just want to meet 

some fish up close, and that’s Dance’s goal. 

Sometimes that’s as simple as dropping a 

cricket into a state park lake or f lipping a 

jig into a Tennessee River brush top. 

Dance also is keen on Reelfoot Lake, 

one of his Signature Lakes, where you can 

catch bass, crappie, catfish and bluegill – 

for starters. Earthquakes in 1811-1812 made 

the Mississippi River f low backward into 

a cypress swamp, creating Tennessee’s 

only natural lake. 

Targeting a fishing hole opens the door 

to myriad outdoor pursuits, and the most 

awe-inspiring way is soaking up scenery 

on one of Tennessee’s 13 National Scenic 

Byways and All-American Roads. View 

the mighty Mississippi on the Great River 

Road, follow Daniel Boone’s footsteps on 

the Cumberland National Scenic Byway, 

explore four tucked-away counties on 

the Sequatchie Valley Scenic Byway 

or take Newfound Gap Road to the top of 

Tennessee at Clingmans Dome, the highest 

point in the Great Smoky Mountains.

Temptations to stop abound on every 

route. Take time to canoe or kayak down 

easy streams such as the Harpeth River 

outside Nashville or the Red River near 

Adams. For a bigger adrenaline rush, blast 

down the whitewater rapids of the Ocoee, 

the Pigeon or the Nolichucky rivers. 

Alternatively, enjoy a quiet hike (there are 

more than 1,600 trails) or witness natural 

phenomena. Look for bald eagles at Reelfoot 

Lake, spot migrating hawks riding air 

currents through the Tennessee River 

Gorge, known as the Grand Canyon of the 

South, or marvel at synchronous fireflies, 

lush rhododendron trails and several 

international dark sky spots such as 

Pickett CCC Memorial State Park.

You can fish, camp, hike, kayak, canoe, rock 

climb, watch wildlife, splash in a waterfall, 

ride a horse or just examine a starry sky 

sitting beside a campfire. But by all means, 

do what Bill Dance wants you to do – have 

a legendary time in Tennessee’s outdoors.

Tennessee takes pride 

in the state’s legacy of 
producing the most popular whiskey 

in the world, the legendary Jack 

Daniel’s “Old No. 7” Tennessee 

Whiskey and its iconic square bottle, 

but there are plenty of other notable 

spirits, plus beer and wine crafted 

in The Volunteer State. 

You’ll find moonshiners of yore 

who have gone legit to create a 

fast-growing new category of 

spirits, award-winning craft 

breweries and wineries. 

Even better, most of the producers 

are open to the public for tours and 

sampling, so you can plot out an entire 

tasting vacation no matter which 

part of the state you are visiting.

For most of the 20th century, 

distilling was legal in only three 

counties, with Jack Daniel’s in 

Lynchburg and Tullahoma’s 

George Dickel creating the lion’s 

share of Tennessee whiskey.

In 2009, the state legislature passed 

a law expanding legal distilling to 41 

additional counties, and new distilleries, 

large and small, have spread like 

wildflowers after a spring shower. 

Craft distilleries are now producing 

small-batch whiskeys that are winning 

international awards, as well as vodka, 

gin, rum and other spirits.

The Tennessee Distillers Guild has 

mapped out an entire Tennessee 

Whiskey Trail to help plan your 

visits to distilleries from Memphis 

to Bristol. 

Jack and George are still the biggest 

players in the business, but they 

have been joined by upstarts such 

as Uncle Nearest in Shelbyville, 

innovative operations like 

Chattanooga Whiskey Co. in 

Chattanooga, Old Dominick Distillery 

in Memphis and PostModern Spirits 

in Knoxville, and reboots of historic 

distilleries like Nashville’s Nelson’s 

Green Brier Distillery, a family

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business that revived what was once 

the premier producer of Tennessee 

whiskey before Prohibition shut 

down all the fun.

Tennessee also has a long history of 

quality brewers, back from the days 

when German immigrants brought 

their talents to the state and created 

regional powerhouse breweries like 

Gerst in 

the 1800s. 

Today’s 

generation 

of brewers 

utilizes 

modern 

equipment 

and techniques to produce a wide 

variety of beer styles to please the 

palates of different consumers. 

You won’t find fresher beer than 

straight from the tap at tasting rooms 

in big cities like East Nashville Beer 

Works, Memphis Made Brewing Co. 

or TailGate Brewery in Nashville, 

Chattanooga and Hendersonville. 

Alternatively, pull off a rural highway 

into the parking lot at out-of-the-way 

breweries like Clinch River Brewing 

in Norris or Blackberry Farm Brewery 

in Maryville for some fine brews and 

striking scenery. The Tennessee Craft 

Brewers Guild is a good spot to start 

if you’re searching for a new favorite.

The Cumberland Plateau 

offers excellent wineries such 

as Stonehaus, Highland Manor 

and Chestnut Hill, working with 

nontraditional grape varietals, fruits 

and berries to create some delicious 

vino. TennesseeWines.com is a great 

resource for pointing you to wineries 

and vineyards where you can visit, 

learn about the viticultural and 

winemaking process, and taste 

the results of their efforts.

For more traditional styles of wine,

Tennessee has a long viticultural history 

and, over the years, wineries have 

discovered which grapes thrive in different 

parts of the state. Goodwater Vineyards

in Mosheim produces a lovely Traminette 

that is a favorite for fans of German 

Gewürztraminers. Other vintners purchase 

grapes or juice to turn into outstanding 

versions of more familiar wines like 

Jackson’s Century Farms 

Winery’s Forbidden Zin 

or country music star 

Kix Brooks’ Arrington 

Vineyards’ elegant 

cabernet sauvignon.

 Make It Moonshine  Make It Moonshine 
The history of moonshine is as old as the hills and hollers where stubborn 

Southerners hauled sacks of corn and sugar to make their own hooch out 

of sight of the government revenue men who wanted to tax their products. 

The name comes from the practice of working at night to maintain secrecy. 

“Bootleggers” transported the ’shine in souped-up cars to stay ahead of the 

revenuers, and the fastest drivers eventually began competing against each 

other in races that evolved into the modern-day NASCAR circuit. Moonshine 

is now a legitimate category of spirits produced across the state. Often sold 

in the traditional mason jars preferred by old-school moonshiners, both clear 

and flavored versions of the spirit draw visitors to modern distilleries and 

tasting rooms like Ole Smoky in Pigeon Forge, Gatlinburg and Nashville; Old 

Glory in Clarksville; Tennessee Shine Co. in Sevierville; Old Forge Distillery

in Pigeon Forge; Full Throttle Distillery in Trimble; and many more.
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LET THE SPIRITS MOVE YOU
While Tennessee whiskey is the state’s most 

iconic spirit, many distilleries dabble in other 

products. Nashville’s Pennington Distilling 

Co. is deservedly proud of its award-winning 

whiskeys under the Davidson Reserve label 

but has also earned a vaunted reputation for 

a duo of vodkas. Other exotic spirits worth 

a taste include Chattanooga Whiskey Co.’s

herbal Nordic liqueur known as aquavit, 

a novel barrel-aged gin from Nashville’s 

Corsair Artisan Distillery and flavored 

rums from Prichard’s Distillery in Kelso. 

Big Machine Distillery makes its vodka 

using artesian water from wells on its 

property in Lynnville, while Townsend and 

Thompson’s Station’s Company Distilling

whiskey is filtered with maple wood.

Distilling It Down
Traditionally, distilleries weren’t 

built near large population centers 

because, in the old days, they 

frequently caught fire or exploded. 

Today, many distilleries choose 

to build where the tourists gather, 

but a lot of them are still in 

more rural areas. The Upper 

Cumberland Valley has a long 

moonshine tradition, and Roaring 

River Distillery in Gainesboro 

continues the practice, only legally, 

with an impressive line of flavored 

moonshines such as apple pie 

and dill pickles. Short Mountain 

Distillery in Woodbury also 

started out with moonshine but 

has since expanded to produce 

Tennessee whiskey, rye and 

bourbon. Gutter Bound Distillery

in Hurricane Mills specializes in 

small-batch spirits with a recipe 

dating back generations. Nearest 

Green Distillery on the outskirts 

of Shelbyville honors Nathan 

“Nearest” Green, the former 

enslaved man who taught young 

Jack Daniel how to make whiskey. 

Uncle Nearest offers tours and 

tastings while the modern distillery 

is under construction. In Hartford, 

stop by Bootleggers Distillery, 

said to be the smallest batch 

distillery in the nation.

FOLLOW THE TRAIL
The Tennessee Whiskey Trail is a collaborative effort of more than 

30 distilleries that are members of the Tennessee Distillers Guild to 

help encourage whiskey tourism. Organized into bite-sized (sip-sized?) 

regional itineraries, the trail provides information about all the stops 

along the way so you know the products and the stories behind them 

before you ever arrive. Collect stamps at each stop for the chance to earn 

a prize when you’ve visited them all. The guild comes together in May 

for the Tennessee Whiskey Trail Experience to celebrate International 

Tennessee Whiskey Day. Attendees can sample pours from many different 

distilleries, attend educational seminars and meet the makers in person.

The Fuller Story project shares previously 

untold stories of the enslaved and honors the 

U.S. Colored Troops (USCT) who fought for 

freedom. Two Fuller Story markers now flank 

a Confederate statue that has stood on the 

square since 1899. Three more are located 

downtown, and a new statue debuted in 2020.

SInG alOnG WITh HISTORY
Tennessee’s musical roots shape a variety of genres and musicians, as 

evidenced by the Tennessee Music Pathways marking a trail of music 

history from one end of the state to the other. But it’s probably country 

music that most prominently rings out through the mountains and valleys 

of The Volunteer State.

Nashville may be known as Music City, but this genre actually traces its 

roots to the northeast corner of Tennessee and the 1927 Bristol Sessions, 

which became known as the “big bang of country music.” The Birthplace of 

Country Music Museum details Bristol’s role in the genre, and the Country 

Music Mural at the Downtown Center provides the perfect selfie spot.  

Bristol isn’t the only monumental music stop in this region on the 

Tennessee Music Pathways. The Reece Museum, located at East Tennessee 

State University in Johnson City, tells the story of Appalachia, including 

music history. The Down Home Eclectic Music Room, also in Johnson City, 

provides local acts a place to perform, many of whom have seen great 

success after singing there, like Kenny Chesney.

Legends have called this area home. Visitors can tour the Tennessee Ernie 

Ford Home in Bristol. In Kingsport, several pathway markers note the 

significance of legends such as Lesley Riddle and Brownie McGhee, as well 

as those currently molding the country music industry, like Berry Bales.   

Festivals rock this corner of the state including Little Chicago Arts & Music 

Festival and Blue Plum Festival in Johnson City, Music on the Square in 

Jonesborough, Border Bash and Bristol Rhythm & Roots Reunion in Bristol, 

Fun Fest in Kingsport and many others.
