Explore Baltimore’s beautiful Inner Harbor along the 

seven-mile brick promenade that hugs the harbor from 

Canton Waterfront Park to historic Fort McHenry, home 

of the National Anthem. If you’re in a hurry, hop on the 

water taxi and explore Baltimore by boat. Along the way, 

indulge in fantastic restaurants with legendary Baltimore 

seafood and simply stunning harbor vistas. 

DISCOVER THE  
APPALACHIAN TRAIL
The famous Appalachian Trail winds its way through 

Frederick and Washington Counties, where you’ll find 

charming Main Street communities and attractions. 

Downtown Frederick, in particular, is a hub of 

entertainment, scenic streetscapes, and numerous historic 

attractions and accommodations. Beyond Braddock 

Heights and the farming town of Middletown, climb South 

Mountain where the byway crosses the Appalachian Trail. 

At Washington Monument State Park, hike to the 40-foot-

tall stone tower for sweeping views of the valley.

Hike or cross-country ski the trail from  

Swallow Falls to beautiful Herrington Manor Lake. 

Tackle the beautiful and accessible Swallow Falls Canyon Trail or 

test your 4x4’s mettle on the St. John’s Rock Off-Road Vehicle  

Trail or at Wolf Den Run State Park. Then, hit the water at  

Youghiogheny River Reservoir—a calm, dammed, 2,800-acre 

lake that’s perfect for paddling, boating, birding, and more.

Looking for the perfect photo as a souvenir of the trip? Take in  

the rolling mountains of Western Maryland from Point Lookout  

in Green Ridge State Forest. Or pass through Frostburg on your  

way to Cumberland Narrows, a jaw-dropping 1,000-foot gorge.

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Journey to Baltimore’s Fort McHenry with its famed “Star-

Spangled Banner” snapping o’er the ramparts. Watch joggers 

and picnickers peacefully enjoying the day in this place that 

inspired our National Anthem. View the earliest manuscript of 

Francis Scott Key’s poem at the Maryland Center for History 

and Culture. Visit the Star-Spangled Banner Flag House where 

Mary Pickersgill made the famous flag, and then follow the same 

route the British took to Baltimore at North Point State Park’s 

Defenders Trail.

Head to the Mount Calvert Historical and Archaeological Park, 

where the British sent their military reinforcements during 

the war. Then make your way toward Washington, D.C., and 

Bladensburg Waterfront Park, site of the infamous “Bladensburg 

Races,” to see the Anacostia River Bridge—where British forces 

crossed to attack American defenses.

British forces marched unopposed into Washington, D.C.,  

and burned many public buildings before returning to Benedict.  

This route takes you into the Anacostia Trails Heritage Area, past 

College Park, Greenbelt and Beltsville. Attractions range from 

performing arts venues to the NASA Goddard Space Flight 

Center and Visitor Center.

Begin your journey at Shawan Downs, one of Maryland’s most 

beloved equestrian attractions. This 300-acre steeplechase 

course hosts a series of equestrian events as famed for 

tailgating as they are for racing, including the flagship Legacy 

Chase. Just down the road, visit the Center for Maryland 

Agriculture and Farm Park to participate in interactive 

agricultural experiences and explore pleasant hiking trails. 

Next, stop in Reisterstown to see the St. John’s Episcopal 

Church, whose traditions include a Thanksgiving “Blessing of 

the Hounds.”

At Ladew Topiary Gardens, the life-sized scene of horses, 

riders, hounds and a fox is one of the most famous of Harvey 

Ladew’s topiary creations. His circa-1747 manor house decor 

reflects his love of everything equestrian. There is also a can’t-

miss summer concert series hosted here.

Check out a collection 

of Baltimore’s colorful painted screens or interact with an 

automaton imported from London’s Cabaret Mechanical 

Theatre. Located at the Inner Harbor in the Federal Hill 

neighborhood, AVAM invites one and all to find the  

creative genius within.

The stories told at Glenstone speak of the need to tap 

the brakes and slow your roll every now and then. The 

largest private contemporary art museum in America and a 

subscriber to the “slow art” movement, Glenstone invites 

visitors to explore its serene indoor and outdoor spaces at a 

leisurely pace. Statuary and landscape art commingles here 

with harmonic precision. Architecture is treated with the 

same reverence as the art displayed indoors.

Waiting in stillness and silence for the approach of 

winged wildlife is a story as ancient as the culture of 

Maryland’s indigenous peoples. The experience of 

blending into the natural environment was essential to 

their survival, as well as to the livelihood of European 

settlers who also depended upon the great flocks of 

ducks and geese for their sustenance. They created a 

genre of sculpture all their own: the wooden bird decoy. 

To appreciate the rich variety of this utilitarian form of 

carving, along with other artwork dedicated to Maryland 

wildfowl, make a trek to the Ward Museum.

This unique Baltimore museum is the first (and only still-

operational) wax museum in the country dedicated to 

celebrating African-American history.

American history, showcasing wax figures of notable African 

Americans from Rosa Parks to Martin Luther King Jr. and 

former President Barack Obama.

Named for a Baltimore native and philanthropist whose 

personal story reflects the classic American tale of rags-to-

riches, this museum’s artifacts inform a narrative about African-

American culture and its contributions to the country’s arts  

and industry. Its permanent collection of approximately  

10,000 objects covers more than 400 years of  

African-American history.

The story of America’s emergence as a global power is 

interwoven with the real-life spy tales of people practicing 

the shadowy arts of surveillance and deception. As home 

to the National Security Administration, Fort Meade is the 

natural site for the nation’s cryptologic museum. The newly 

renovated museum provides a unique opportunity to engage 

with cryptologic history in fresh and innovative ways—

transporting visitors on a journey from the ancient world to 

the present day. Discover stories about America’s first spy 

ring during the Colonial era, and the allied efforts to break 

Germany’s Enigma machine during World War II.

With more than 200,000 square feet of space containing nearly 

100,000 objects, you can spend countless hours browsing 

the Baltimore Museum of Art’s vast collection of ancient and 

contemporary paintings, sculptures, mosaics, and textiles 

from around the world. Located adjacent to Johns Hopkins 

University’s main campus, here the stories of Africans, Asians, 

Europeans and Pacific Islanders are all represented by priceless 

pieces, displayed with the flair of a truly world-class museum.

Situated on the Hagerstown City Park Lake, adjacent to the 

Cultural Trail, this museum has been serving up significant 

European, Asian and African collections since 1931, with an 

emphasis on the work of 18th- and early 20th-century art, as 

well as the American landscape tradition.

The museum is named for Benjamin Banneker, a self-

taught genius in the fields of astronomy, mathematics, surveying, 

and natural history, and for Frederick Douglass, the great 

author and abolitionist. Banneker-Douglass serves as the state’s 

repository of African-American art and other culturally significant 

artifacts. The museum offers lectures and performances 

throughout the year.

Read on for a behind-the-curtain peek at a few of Maryland’s finest 

performance spaces, then purchase tickets to your next dream getaway.

MARYLAND THEATRE HIPPODROME THEATRE

The legendary Hippodrome Theatre in downtown Baltimore 

has served as a grand gathering place for patrons of the arts 

since opening in 1914. Originally known as a movie palace 

and hub for vaudeville performances, the Hippodrome’s 

extensive renovation and reopening in 2004 established 

the venue as a destination for the best artists across the 

performing arts spectrum, including touring Broadway 

shows, dance, music, comedy, and more.

Hippodrome Theatre

Built in 1915, this historic Hagerstown theater is the very 

definition of a Maryland arts institution. Its stage is regularly 

graced by the Maryland Symphony Orchestra along with 

approximately 225 annual performances and events 

by artists, comedians, musicians, pageants and more. 

The theater also serves as the anchor for the downtown

What would happen if a group of artists took over a high 

school and repurposed it as a community arts center? It’s 

not a hypothetical question—that’s Maryland Hall for the 

Creative Arts. Since taking over the former Annapolis High 

School building in 1979, Maryland Hall has become a 

cultural hub for Anne Arundel County. Indoor and outdoor 

performance spaces across the campus host everything 

from symphonies and ballets to film screenings and plays, 

while the classrooms, as ever, remain dedicated to arts 

education for children and adults. 

It’s impossible not to feel the presence of history in this 

building. Named after celebrated Baltimore musician 

Eubie Blake, the lower three floors of this magnificent 

cultural center are full of exhibits and galleries where you 

can view memorabilia and learn more about Blake (and 

his contemporary stars such as Billie Holiday and Cab 

Calloway). But tucked away on the fourth floor, “Eubie Live!” 

is an intimate performance venue where you can hear live 

jazz, gospel, and neo-soul performed by local artists every 

Saturday and Sunday.

As one of the Mid-Atlantic’s most well-regarded children’s 

theater arts organizations, this Bethesda theater draws 

students both for its award-winning youth classes 

and spellbinding professional shows. Classes include 

disciplines such as creative drama, musical theater, 

filmmaking, and dance. And unlike most children’s  

theater companies, Imagination Stage commissions  

and produces new works every year. 

It’s no wonder touring musicians love coming to charming 

downtown Easton to perform in this elegantly restored 

1921 art deco theater. Artists as varied as Leo Kottke, 

Lee Ann Womack, The Wailers, and Joni Mitchell have 

all booked shows in what was once known as “The 

Showplace of the Eastern Shore.” And for families  

staying on the shore for more than a few days, the Avalon 

offers a handful of four-day children’s summer camp 

programs appropriate for aspiring thespians  

from kindergarten to eighth grade.

THE MUSIC CENTER  
AT STRATHMORE

Beloved among musicians and listeners for its state-of-the-art 

adjustable acoustics, The Music Center at Strathmore is a 

truly spectacular venue. Adorned with stained white birch 

and bronze metal grillage walls, maple floors, red birch 

accents, and a “sprung” dance floor, the 1,976-seat concert 

hall looks as good as it sounds. Perhaps that’s why this North 

Bethesda venue is home to an impressive list of resident 

organizations that includes the Baltimore Symphony 

Orchestra, National Philharmonic, Washington  

Performing Arts Society, and others.

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Enjoy wine tastings and boutique shopping in Mount Airy, 

where the town’s mantra is “Stop, shop and stroll.” In hip, 

walkable Westminster, catch a traveling show at the Carroll Arts 

Center, its glowing marquee serving as the brightest beacon in 

town. Just around the way, make sure to visit the Carroll County 

Farm Museum, home to the Maryland Wine Festival, one of The 

Free State’s finest parties.

Explore the artsy towns of Thurmont and Emmitsburg, both 

surrounded by almost unlimited outdoor recreation from 

kayaking to cycling to hiking. If you can tear yourself away 

from the bookstores, boutiques and coffee shops, you’ll find 

Catoctin Mountain Park and Cunningham Falls State Park just 

outside Thurmont. In Emmitsburg, visit the National Shrine of 

Saint Elizabeth Ann Seton, the first American-born saint, and 

soak in the serenity of the National Shrine Grotto of Our Lady of 

Lourdes.

Officially designated as Korean Way in 2016, the  

five-mile stretch of highway is demarcated on both 

ends by Korean palace-style pillared signs adorned with 

traditional tiled roofs.

Start your tour of Korean Way at Kung Fu Tea, where the 

main attraction is a delicious selection of “bubble teas,” 

slushes, and tasty egg tarts.

For a deeper dive into Korean cuisine, your options for 

great eateries are many and varied. Take a table at Han 

Joong Kwan, for example, a family-owned restaurant with 

a casual atmosphere, where the chef’s specialties include 

a noodle dish of diced pork, fresh vegetables and  

black-bean sauce. 

Honey Pig Korean BBQ

While undeniably delicious, Korean Way offers much 

more than places to enjoy a traditional meal. It’s also full 

of fun attractions and nightlife destinations such as Family 

Music Studio: a private karaoke room where attendees 

belt out their favorite tunes in English or Korean.

Finish off a visit to Korean Way with a taste of soju, the 

clear alcoholic beverage that is South Korea’s “national 

drink,” brewed from rice, wheat, or barley. Whatever 

libation you choose to toast your visit to Korean Way—

soju or bubble tea—try using the Korean word for 

“cheers,” or “bottoms up!” as you bid farewell…geonbae 

(pronounced “gun bae”)!

Then, follow it up with a cocktail at longtime 

hipster hangout Club Charles, the beer lovers’ go-to  

Brewer’s Art, or the century-old Owl Bar speakeasy  

at the Belvedere Hotel.

Just down the street, you can’t miss the Mount Vernon Place 

Historic Landmark District—simply look for the soaring 

Washington Monument.

The plaza is also home to illustrious arts institutions such as the 

Walters Art Museum and the  Peabody Institute. If you can, 

be sure to check out the Peabody Library and the remarkably 

elegant Engineers Club.

Two “By” Ways to Explore Baltimore
Scenic Byways
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The Falls Road Scenic Byway begins some 30-odd miles north of 

Baltimore at the Prettyboy Reservoir. As this winding rural road 

reaches the city, it transforms into a grandiose tour of beautiful 

homes, hip neighborhoods and scenic parklands. 

Once inside the Baltimore Beltway (I-695), you’ll be greeted by 

residential areas filled with grand homes and well-manicured 

properties. Rockland, a National Register Historic District, is a 

quiet community of impressive stone buildings that got its start 

through the milling industry. Then, there’s the neighborhood of 

Bare Hills, which boasts incredible Gothic Revival-Style homes and 

took its name from mining operations that were active during the 

1800s. As a matter of fact, Bare Hills’ quarries supplied the stone 

used to build the mansion at the beautiful Cylburn Arboretum. 

On the northwest reaches of Baltimore, Mount Washington is 

an eclectic village with tree-lined streets leading to boutiques, 

galleries, taverns and outdoor cafés.  

 

Just down the road, Hampden is a hipster paradise with eclectic 

shops and bookstores, cocktail bars, dining from fine to funky, and 

two amazing annual festivals: Honfest and Hampdenfest.

Stroll a few blocks along 36th Street, known as “The Avenue” 

in Hampden, to enjoy the distinct “Baltimore hon” atmosphere 

that served as inspiration for Hairspray and other works by John 

Waters. Plan ahead and attend a baking class at Charm City Cakes, 

a delicious dessert spot formerly featured on the Ace of Cakes TV 

program. Or stop into nearby Dangerously Delicious HQ & Test 

Kitchen Bar for a slice of pie with a side of live rock ‘n’ roll.

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When two tiny ships, the Ark and the Dove, left England to brave 

the wild waters of the North Atlantic, they carried 140 souls who 

brought with them the fragile hopes and fledgling ideals that 

would grow to become the root of religious tolerance in the 

Americas. On March 25, 1634, they landed on St. Clement’s 

Island and founded the Maryland Colony. Now, follow their 

brave experiment along the Religious Freedom Byway.

St. Clement’s Island—and the incredible Blackistone 

Lighthouse—is only accessible by boat, but the water taxi that 

leaves from Coltons Point makes for an easier journey than  

the colonists faced. 

On nearby St. George’s Island, find amazing eateries like Ruddy 

Duck Seafood, which serves classic Southern Maryland fare with 

a 360-degree view of the Potomac. Stay on the island at Camp 

Merryelande’s waterfront cottages nestled between the beach 

and the island’s pine forest.

Continue south as the first colonists did to Historic St. Mary’s 

City, Maryland’s original capital and home to a reconstructed 

Colonial village with living historians recreating the daily life of 

Colonial Maryland. 

Nearby Leonardtown is home to St. Francis Xavier Church, 

founded as a mission in 1640 after the conversion of Piscataway 

King Chitomacon. Leonardtown has much to offer beyond 

religious tourism, as well. First Fridays in summer boast free 

concerts, waterfront fun, and, of course, great wine at the award-

winning Port of Leonardtown Winery.

And don’t miss Port Tobacco Village, which has remarkable 

history at every turn. Beautiful brick St. Ignatius Catholic Church, 

established in 1641, is the oldest Catholic church in the nation.  

Visit Mount Carmel Monastery, America’s first religious 

community for women, and the restored  Port Tobacco 

Courthouse, now a museum.

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Begin your journey in Cambridge at the Dorchester County 

Visitor Center and pick up a guide with more information 

about the byway.

Head to the Dorchester County Courthouse to see a new 

12-foot bronze sculpture of Harriet Tubman. Then visit the 

Harriet Tubman Museum and Educational Center, dedicated 

to preserving Tubman’s legacy as a “conductor” on the 

Underground Railroad. The museum’s exterior features the 

powerful “Take My Hand” mural of Harriet Tubman. 

Next, stop and spend several hours discovering Tubman’s 

life and legacy at the Harriet Tubman Underground Railroad 

Visitor Center where you will find immersive and emotive 

exhibits, programs and tours. Then, explore the water trails 

of the Blackwater National Wildlife Refuge showcasing a 

landscape akin to Tubman’s time in the area.

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In Bucktown, there’s a village store where, as a teenager, 

Tubman was nearly killed when she resisted helping a 

white overseer detain an enslaved man. Guided history 

and nature tours, as well as bike, canoe and kayak rentals, 

are also offered in Bucktown.

With the southern portion of your trip completed, head 

north to the East New Market National Historic District, 

stopping for antiques shopping along the way and then 

taking a self-guided walking tour amid fine examples of 

18th-, 19th- and 20th-century architecture. 

Farther north, Denton holds many ties to the Underground 

Railroad. Courthouse Square was the site of a slave market 

and a jail that held Underground Railroad conductors. 

The Museum of Rural Life includes exhibits about the 

Underground Railroad and local African Americans.

From here, continue north through the historic towns of 

Greensboro and Goldsboro before reaching the Mason-

Dixon line along the Delaware border, or take the side 

track to Hillsboro and Wye Mills from Denton.

Discover Frederick Douglass on a driving tour that starts on the Eastern Shore and 

takes you through Annapolis, Baltimore and to the borders of our nation’s capital.

Begin your journey on the Eastern Shore at the Frederick 

Douglass Park on the Tuckahoe, near Holme Hill Farm where 

Frederick Augustus Washington Bailey was born. Here you 

will find outdoor exhibits that depict his humble beginnings 

and learn about his life-changing experience while enslaved in 

nearby Miles River Neck and St. Michaels.

In Easton, visit the former Talbot County Jail where Douglass was 

once imprisoned after a failed attempt to escape to freedom. 

You’ll also find a statue of Douglass at the Talbot County 

Courthouse, where he delivered his famous “Self-Made Men” 

speech in 1878.

Drive west to the town of St. Michaels to visit the Chesapeake 

Bay Maritime Museum. Here, you’ll find the Mitchell House 

where Douglass’s sister and her family lived as middle-class  

free African Americans in the 19th century.

Based on slave narratives, this self-guided audio tour along 

wooded trails tells the little-known story of how Maryland’s 

natural environment influenced the challenges, successes 

and failures of escapes.

Nearly 100 enslaved people escaped from the Ridgely family 

plantation, which was home to more than 340 slaves. Restored 

slave quarters include exhibits about their lives and escapes.

Visit the birthplace of American railroading and see the 

most important American railroad collection in the world. 

Historically, at least eight freedom seekers escaped slavery  

and traveled through this station on their way north. 

The history of slavery and the business of tobacco, lumber 

and livestock at Sotterley is told through exhibits at the rare, 

restored slave cabin and related artifacts. Remarkably, 49 

enslaved people fled this plantation during the War of 1812.

This self-guided trail commemorates local residents 

involved in the Underground Railroad, celebrating the 

Quaker heritage and traditions of Sandy Spring.

Let Maryland’s historic and iconic lighthouses guide your journey.

Like a gleaming constellation draped across the Chesapeake 

waterscape, Maryland’s lighthouses shine with a unique beauty 

and unforgettable character. From the Concord Point Lighthouse 

illuminating Havre de Grace in the north to the Point Lookout 

Lighthouse at the tip of Southern Maryland, they make ideal 

waypoints for a tour of the Old Line State. 

See traditional tower lighthouses such as the majestic Piney 

Point and Turkey Point lighthouses. Or look out for iconic 

Chesapeake screw-pile lights including Cambridge’s Choptank 

River Lighthouse, the Drum Point Lighthouse at the Calvert Marine 

Museum, and the Seven Foot Knoll Lighthouse in Baltimore 

Harbor—all of which stand on stilts like Victorian mansions hovering 

over the waters. 

And don’t forget to look for the Sandy Point Shoal Lighthouse. Built 

in 1883 and visible from the Chesapeake Bay Bridge, its gorgeous 

brick tower stands atop a caisson that rises above the bay’s waters.

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Waterfront Magic Along  
the Chesapeake Bay

With 3,190 miles of shoreline and nearly half the counties in Maryland hugging its 

shores, it’s no wonder the Chesapeake Bay is home to some of the world’s most 

charming harbor towns. From the top of the bay to the bottom, across the Bay Bridge 

to the Eastern Shore, each town along the Chesapeake Bay offers unique experiences 

and food specialties with a style and dining adventure all their own.

Domes and spires dot the skyline of historic Annapolis,  

a 300-year-old seaport nestled at the western edge of  

the Chesapeake Bay. Maryland’s capital city is a 

picturesque, open-air museum of quaint streets lined 

with more 18th-century buildings than any other city in 

the nation, including the homes of four signers of the 

Declaration of Independence. 

Annapolis is also home to the U.S. Naval Academy and 

is considered the Sailing Capital of the U.S. The Naval 

Academy’s sprawling 338-acre waterfront complex offers 

dazzling views as well as the largest collection of Beaux 

Arts architecture in the United States. 

For history buffs, start with a tour of Maryland’s State 

House. It’s where George Washington resigned his 

commission as commander in chief of the Continental 

Army. Afterward, drop by the Banneker-Douglass  

Museum for the history of African Americans in Maryland, 

or visit City Dock where a life-size sculpture of Alex Haley, 

author of Roots, memorializes where Haley’s ancestor, 

Kunta Kinte, arrived in 1767. 

Get a cup of java at a nearby coffee shop and stroll Ego 

Alley, the strip of water extending into the heart of town, 

named for the daily procession of boaters showing off 

everything from 10-foot dinghies to luxury yachts.  

Hoist a sail on Woodwind, a 74-foot wooden schooner, 

or relax and take a water taxi across Spa Creek to Eastport 

where seafood of all kinds is a specialty. Of course, no visit 

to “Crabtown” is complete without tasting Maryland’s blue 

crab. Crack open spicy steamed crabs (wooden mallets 

and instructions provided) or less-messy options such as 

Maryland crab soup or crab cakes.

the bay. Soar 800 feet above the Susquehanna River and take in 

Maryland’s remarkable beauty with Old Town Parasail.  

Hit the links at Bulle Rock, Maryland’s No. 1 public golf course. 

Climb the tower and explore the grounds at Concord Point 

Lighthouse. Taste local cuisine at Coakley’s Pub or Tidewater Grill, 

offering fresh seafood, Instagram-worthy views and live music.  

At the mouth of the Patuxent, stroll the riverwalk and savor expansive 

vistas on laid-back Solomons Island. For fresh seafood at waterfront 

restaurants full of character, drop by The Island Hideaway or 

Lighthouse Restaurant and Dock Bar. Explore outdoor sculptures on 

30 acres at Annmarie Sculpture Garden & Arts Center. 

Cruise around Solomons Harbor aboard the Wm. B. Tennison. 

Originally constructed in 1899 from nine logs, it is the oldest Coast 

Guard-licensed passenger-carrying vessel on the Chesapeake Bay.

Known as “the town that fooled the British,” St. Michaels blends 

its maritime heritage with upscale eateries, craft libations, chic 

shops, five-star accommodations and boutique inns. Anchored 

by the Chesapeake Bay Maritime Museum and its 18 acres of 

waterfront exhibits, the town epitomizes quiet elegance.   

Described as “Maryland’s most charming town” by Travel + 

Leisure, Easton strikes the perfect blend of big-city cool and 

small-town charm. Take in the cosmopolitan vibe as you stroll its 

lively arts district, dine at delicious destinations, and revel in the 

old-world ambiance of an evening carriage tour. 

Further north on the bay, drop an anchor at Rock Hall, a true 

waterman’s town and treasured stop for tourists. Or stop into Kent 

Narrows to tour the Chesapeake Bay Environmental Center and 

enjoy fresh seafood by the docks.

For centuries, the Chesapeake Bay and its surrounding 

waters have shaped Maryland’s way of life, creating a 

living maritime tradition currently showcased in nearly 20 

museums along the coast. Here’s a look at two standouts.

Drawing more than 75,000 visitors each year to the charming 

waterfront town of St. Michaels, the Chesapeake Bay Maritime 

Museum includes a working shipyard, a fleet of historic boats, and 

12 exhibition buildings with rotating special exhibits. Take a scenic 

river cruise on 1920 buyboat Winnie Estelle. “Apprentice for a Day” 

with a visiting master craftsman in the shipyard, or on the water with 

a working waterman. For extra fun, plan your trip around a maritime 

celebration such as the Antique & Classic Boat Festival, the Arts at 

Navy Point, Big Band Night, or OysterFest.

Located on breezy Solomons Island, the Calvert Marine Museum 

is a hands-on learning paradise. The Estuarine Biology Gallery 

gets you up close and personal with seahorses, fish, water 

snakes, diamond-back terrapins, and other freshwater creatures. 

The Marsh Walk is a living classroom of plant and animal 

communities, including muskrats, great blue herons, bald cypress, 

and wildflowers. The Fossil Field Experience leads amateur 

paleontologists to Cove Point to search for Miocene fossils. The 

museum is also home to a woodcarving shop, the Drum Point 

Lighthouse, and a family of resident North American river otters. 

Boat-building classes are held year-round at the Patuxent Small 

Craft Center. If you can’t tear yourself away, the nearby Cove Point 

Lighthouse is available for staying just a bit longer.

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You really can’t talk about Chesapeake Country without 

talking about seafood. After all, it’s located on both the Great 

Chesapeake Bay Loop and Maryland’s Crab & Oyster Trail. Enjoy 

crabs prepared more ways than you can imagine at the seafood 

capitals of Rock Hall, Tilghman Island, Kent Narrows, Deal Island 

and more. And that’s not even mentioning those salty-sweet 

Chesapeake oysters, delicate rockfish, and that oh-so-sweet 

Eastern Shore corn and tomatoes.

To explore the full byway, start in Chesapeake City, where the 

C&D Canal Museum captures the history of the Chesapeake 

and Delaware Canal. Swimmers and anglers love Crystal Beach, 

a summer town on the Elk River.

Get back to nature in Grasonville at the Chesapeake Bay 

Environmental Center before stretching your legs on the Cross 

Island Trail at Kent Island. 

Take to the water on the Oxford-Bellevue Ferry, which has been 

in operation since 1683. Or board a real, working skipjack for 

a sailing cruise off Tilghman Island. Maybe even find a fishing 

charter to see the bay. And while you’re on the water, keep an 

eye out for the region’s signature lighthouses. 

A stop in Salisbury is essential for baseball fans. Catch a minor 

league Shorebirds game at Perdue Stadium, and stop into the 

Eastern Shore Baseball Hall of Fame.

Head south to Crisfield on Labor Day for the annual National 

Hard Crab Derby (yes, they actually race crabs). You’ll 

also want to ferry over to Smith Island to see Chesapeake 

watermen’s heritage in action.

There are few places on Earth that make as perfect a getaway as Maryland’s iconic

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If there’s one food that the Chesapeake Bay—or really, Maryland in general—

is known for, it is Maryland blue crab. Named after their bright blue claws, 

these tasty crabs are a summer favorite around the bay.

The Maryland crab season starts in April and runs through about December.  

Early on in the season, take the opportunity to enjoy a rare Maryland delicacy: 

soft shell crabs. Despite having their own name, these crabs are actually the 

same species as the Maryland blue crabs. The only difference is that they are 

harvested when the crabs are molting. At first, these crabs have thin, papery 

shells, making them (you guessed it) soft shell crabs. And since the shells are 

so delicate, these crabs actually can be eaten whole—shell and all! Whether 

they’re pan fried or deep fried, this Chesapeake delicacy is one that you 

don’t want to miss.

Since crabs only remain soft shelled for about 12 hours, hard shell Maryland 

blue crabs are the more common dish. Steamed and topped with traditional 

Chesapeake Old Bay or J.O. Spice, these piping hot crabs are typically 

enjoyed with an ice cold beer, but can also be used in dishes like Maryland 

crab soup, crab cakes, crab-stuffed shrimp and crab imperial. Perhaps one 

day chefs will discover a meal Marylanders can’t improve with crab, but  

don’t bet on it.

In order to enjoy hard shell Maryland blue crab, you first have to know  

exactly how to get the delicious meat out. Luckily, we’ve  

broken it down for you into just six easy steps.

How to Pick a Crab

FLIP IT

The key to every crab is on its belly. 

Starting at the top, pull off the thin strip of 

shell in the middle—on males, it looks like 

the Washington Monument, on females, 

more like the Capitol Dome—then you  

can pop the top shell off the body.

1 DO IT ALL AGAIN

There are two particularly great 

things about a Maryland crab feast. 

One, it’s the only eating you get to 

do with a hammer, and two, you 

never eat just one. Pick another  

crab from the pile.

CLEAN IT

Crabs are steamed whole—that’s 

where that perfect flavor comes 

from—but you’ll want to remove 

some bits before you indulge. Take  

a finger and clear out the spongy  

gills on either side of the crab. 

2

SPLIT IT

With your thumbs on each side of 

the abdomen, break the crab in 

half. Some people love the yellow 

“crab mustard” in the middle, but 

for your first time, you might want 

to remove that too.

3
CRACK IT

Grab your mallet and crack the 

claw on the bottom just behind the 

pinchers and in the middle of the first 

joint, then snap them each in half. 

There’s good meat in those, and the 

claws are where most Maryland kids 

get their first taste of crab.

SNAP IT

Snap off the legs and, if you get it 

right, each will come out with a bit of 

delicious meat at the end. The last leg 

is called the backfin and is home to 

“the jumbo lump,” also known as the 

best meat in any Maryland blue crab. 

You may want to save that part for last.

One savory and one sweet, the Chesapeake Bay is known for two types of cakes:  

crab and Smith Island. If you’d like, you can arrange a cake-and-cake dinner and 

dessert. That’s definitely something you won’t find anywhere other than Maryland.

CRAB CAKES

Historians can trace the origins of a crab cake-like dish back to 

the Native American tribes that lived on Chesapeake Bay. In the 

hundreds of years since then, many variations of crab cakes have 

popped up. Some include a cream sauce, many include Old Bay 

seasoning, and the best of the bunch include handpicked jumbo 

lump Maryland blue crab meat.

As for where to get the best crab cakes in the state, well, that’s a 

bit of a debate. In Baltimore, there’s Faidley’s Seafood in historic 

Lexington Market—a crowd favorite known for its large, no-

frills crab cakes. On the Eastern Shore, try the award-winning 

crab cakes at The Narrows Restaurant in Grasonville. Or enjoy 

an order of jumbo lump crab cakes at Boatyard Bar & Grill in 

Annapolis, where the interior is decked out like an old yacht. 

You’ll simply have to try them all and decide which one is your 

personal favorite! 

There’s also the sweet treat known as Smith Island Cake: the 

State Dessert of Maryland and the perfect way to wrap up any 

iconic Chesapeake Bay meal.

Smith Island Cake got its start way back in the 1800s on, 

you guessed it, Smith Island. While many of the town’s men 

would sail out and harvest oysters, their wives would whip up 

these 10-layer desserts made of pancake-thin yellow cake and 

decadent chocolate frosting. When the men headed out for 

the autumn oyster harvest, they brought along Smith Island 

Cakes to eat during the journey—and as a reminder of their  

lives back home.

If you want the most true-to-the-original cakes around, make 

the pilgrimage to Smith Island itself to get them straight from 

the source at Smith Island Bakery.

The award-winning, beautiful Great Allegheny Passage (GAP) 

trail stretches 159 miles from Cumberland to Pittsburgh. The 

terrain is mostly flat and smooth and takes you through a series 

of tunnels, viaducts and bridges. As you wind through the 

Appalachian Mountains, you’ll find plenty of charming, small 

towns that roll out the welcome mat for cyclists. The  

trail connects to the C&O Canal towpath trail, making it easy  

to turn a day trip into a longer trek. If you aren’t up for biking, 

the trail also accommodates hikers, and some portions can be 

explored on horseback. Guided rides are available through 

Spring Gap Farm.

When the shallow sea that covered Southern Maryland in 

prehistoric times receded, the Calvert Cliffs were left behind. 

Now they are a great place to look for fossils! Perfect for family 

fun, this state park offers six different trails through woods and 

wetlands, some feasible even for families with little ones.  

The park also has a sandy beach, recycled tire playground 

 and fishing areas.

The 19.7-mile Torrey C. Brown Rail Trail traces the path of the 

former Northern Central Railway in northern Baltimore County 

through Gunpowder Falls State Park. Hikers, joggers, bicyclists 

and horseback riders can enjoy the flat trail and stunning views 

of the park’s namesake river.

TRACKS AND YAKS

The C&O Canal is a beautiful transportation artifact of 20th-century 

engineering, which is a beloved route for through hikers and bikers as well as 

day trippers. Today, it’s a nearly 200-mile-long hub for outdoor activities like 

hiking, biking, bird-watching, and even old-fashioned mule-drawn barge rides. 

At the heart of this remarkable byway is the C&O Canal National Historical Park 

with its 74 unique lift locks and the 184.5-mile C&O Canal Towpath. Along 

the way you’ll find fascinating and informative visitor centers, convenient 

campsites, welcoming canal towns and great recreational  

activities with guides offering everything from tire patches and picnics  

to white-water adventures.

Opened in 2021, Tracks and Yaks is one of the few railbike trails in 

the country, and the only one in Maryland. Railbiking uses pedal-

powered, seated bikes that run along the steel railroad tracks of the 

Western Maryland Scenic Railroad to offer a completely different way of 

experiencing the region. With two or more guests on each bike, the effort 

is shared equally, and there’s even a pedal-assist function for the slight 

uphill sections. Beginning at the Western Maryland Scenic Railroad Depot, 

take your railbike on a 10-mile jaunt alongside the beautiful and beloved 

Great Allegheny Passage!

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The Battle of Antietam—the bloodiest single-day battle of 

the Civil War—took place as Confederate soldiers crossed 

the Potomac River and clashed with Union forces in the 

sleepy town of Sharpsburg. After a hard-fought Union victory, 

President Abraham Lincoln visited the battlefield and issued his 

preliminary Emancipation Proclamation.

In Sharpsburg, explore the trails, take a tour of Antietam 

National Battlefield, or attend annual events like the Memorial 

Illumination. Near Boonsboro, explore two sites that also 

changed the course of the war with stops at South Mountain 

State Battlefield and Monocacy National Battlefield. North of 

Monocacy, you’ll find downtown Frederick with 50 blocks 

of unique shopping, dining and entertainment as well as the 

National Museum of Civil War Medicine.

It was the greatest manhunt in American history, and it 

captivated a nation. The John Wilkes Booth: Chasing 

Lincoln’s Assassin Byway begins at Ford’s Theatre in 

Washington, D.C., and quickly moves into the Maryland 

countryside. Along the way, you’ll come face-to-face with 

history at the Surratt House Museum, home of Mary Surratt, 

Booth’s conspirator and the first woman hanged by the 

federal government. Visit the Dr. Samuel A. Mudd house, 

home of the man who treated Booth’s injuries after Lincoln’s 

assassination. And explore Port Tobacco, a historic town 

with ties to both the plot and the manhunt.
